

Dear Chorus Members and Parents!!

	Welcome to CHORUS!! I cannot tell you how glad I am that you have chosen chorus as one of your extracurricular activities! Chorus is an EQUAL OPPORTUNITY TEAM ACTIVITY where every “player” gets to “play,” and every person is just as important as the next. Singing is a life skill that brings much joy to others and to God! We will lift our voices all year in praise to Him and for one another! You will LOVE being on a team that learns to sing well together, works hard together, AND has FUN together!! This will be a great year for singing!

5th grade chorus will meet on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 2:30-3:00. Parents will pick up students in regular carpool around 3:10. The uniform for this year is EASY! All you have to purchase is a Purple Uniform shirt with khaki pants for boys or with a uniform skirt/skort for girls. (Obviously, they can wear these to school as well.) However, MTVA will expect the students to wear a white shirt and black pants or skirt on Jan 28 and Feb 20.  

6th Grade Chorus will meet every other day at 11:30-12:15. These 6th grade students should wear a BLACK parker uniform polo with their khakis long pants or plaid skirts/skorts for performances. However, MTVA will expect the students to wear a white shirt and black pants or skirt at the festivals Jan 28 and Feb 20. 

7th & 8th Grade Chorus Girls are to wear a long, black uniform dress. This is purchased through the school or from a previous chorus member. These are the same exact dresses the HS girls wear in chorus, so this dress can be your dress in HS as well! 7th & 8th Grade boys are to wear a white button down shirt (this can be an LA uniform shirt), black pants, and a black tie. The black tie can be purchased through the school. 

STUDENTS, please read and sign the Commitment Contract attached and return by August 25th. Also, notice the performance dates on the attached calendar and go ahead and write them on your home calendars and cell phones. Attendance at each performance is VERY important, so plan to attend well in advance.
