National Junior Honor Society Information

The National Junior Honor Society is comprised of a group of elite seventh and eighth grade students chosen on the basis of scholarship, character, leadership, and service. During the year of induction, the student must have a semester average of more A's than B's in the five core academic subjects, (this is at least 3 A’s and no more than 2 B’s) an A or B in all special areas and an S in conduct. Academic grades are determined by the semester average on the report card.  Inductees must document active involvement in at least two extracurricular school activities or organizations.  (Colts football/cheerleading, chorus and band are excluded) and at least two community service involvements which must be completed outside of school.  Each inductee must provide documentation of at least one leadership position that has been held. (The leadership position could be an elected or appointed position in school, community, or work activities.  It should be a position in which you were directly responsible for directing or motivating others.) 

The application process begins in January of each year and inductions are held in February. The National Junior Honor Society meets during the school day to conduct business and determine projects for the year.  Officers are elected from the returning eighth graders at the beginning of each year.  A small membership fee is required.  The National Junior Honor Society is sponsored by Mrs. Rita Cochrane, Mrs. Deena Irwin, and Mrs. Linda Priddy.

We hope all the new seventh and eighth graders will begin working towards induction into the NJHS.
